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Hours and Days of Preschool

Preschool meets three days each week, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  Preschool is scheduled to meet at Streamwood High School in room D134 from 8:45 a.m. until    11:05 a.m.  Parents will receive a parking pass to park in the faculty parking lot on the southeast side of the building.  When entering the building a high school student will greet you at the auditorium door.
Fees

For the preschool classes, the cost is $125.00 per semester.  Children are assumed to be enrolled in both semesters, unless we are notified differently.
Eligibility

Children must be at least three years old and fully potty trained.  A photocopy of the child’s most recent immunizations is also required.
Parent Participation

Parent participation in the preschool program is encouraged at all times.  Parents are welcome to visit any time.  Conferences may be scheduled upon request.

Activities
Throughout the schedule, children are invited to participate and experience activities in which he/she may learn the joy of discovery, exploration, and creativity.  We stress four areas of development:  social, emotional, physical, and intellectual.

Students will be able to participate in group and individual activities during preschool.  Group events include music, calendar and weather times, show and tell, teddy bear share, storytelling, and games.  Individual activities include art, language arts, math, small motor skills, dramatic play, sensory activities, blocks, games, and reading.
Snack Time

We provide a snack for the children each day.  We prefer children not bring a snack from home.  If you would like to provide snacks for the preschoolers in honor of a special occasion (i.e. a birthday), please let Ms. Tippy know and arrangements can be made.  All snacks must be store bought.
Clothing and Tote Bag

Children in the preschool will engage in active play and will use materials such as clay, paint, sand, and chalk.  It is advisable that children wear clothes that are of durable material that can be easily cleaned or washed.  We ask that a change of clothing be left at school in case it is needed.  Please clearly label all items of clothing.  Also, please send a tote bag or back pack with your preschooler each day.  It is much easier to get projects and papers home safely inside a bag.  

Dealing with Misbehavior

Only positive discipline is employed at the preschool.  High school students will redirect a misbehaving child to another area of the preschool or offer the child a more acceptable behavior.  When doing this each suggested statement includes an explanation of why the child’s behavior is unacceptable.

Behavior that hurts others or property must not be permitted at any time.  The child will be removed from the situation and given a time out lasting one minute for each year of age.  The child will be told why he/she was given a time out and told why the behavior was unacceptable.  Upon a second offense, the child will be removed from the preschool setting and given a time out in the observation room.  In case of a third occurrence, the child’s parent will be called to take the child home for the day.

Attendance
When the child is unable to attend preschool, you may contact us by calling the child development room at (630)213-5500 ext.  5549, or leaving a message at ext. 8625.  You may also e-mail me at theresatippy@u-46.org.
Parents/guardians must sign children in and out of preschool. Only people listed on the parents/guardians permission list are permitted to sign a child out of preschool. Thank you for your interest in our program.  We recommend early registration since we tend to fill up our vacancies early.  You are under no obligation to attend in the fall, but your registration will hold a place for your child.  Once a registration is received, you do not need to do anything else.  We will contact you as soon as preschool days are determined for next year and again in the fall when our start date is determined.
